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I±!/ мτStudents learn basic theories related to refrig-

eration, electricity, and magnetism.  Cutting and bending 

of copper tubing, soldering, and silver brazing are 

taught.  Students learn to read and interpret schematic 

drawings and wiring diagrams.  Preventive maintenance, 

troubleshooting, and repair of air conditioners and heat 

pumps are also stressed.  The course includes both class-

room and shop activity.  Students will have the oppor-

tunity to apply for their Maryland Apprenticeship Li-

cense from the Department of Labor, Licensing and Reg-

ulation.  Students will be required to complete National 

Center for Construction Education and Research at the 

end of module assessments. 

 

 

I±!/ нτHVAC 2 is a continuation of all areas taught in 

HVAC 1 in more depth.  Emphasis is placed on installa-

tion and electrical troubleshooting of air conditioners, 

heat pumps, and fossil fuel furnaces.  Students also learn 

about control wiring, electric motors, and general equip-

ment maintenance.  All students participate in a job ori-

entation program.  Students recommended by their in-

structor may be eligible for placement in an on-the-job 

training program during the second semester.  This 

course includes both classroom and shop activity.  EPA 

certification testing will be done.  Students will be re-

quired to complete National Center for Construction 

Education and Research at the end of module assess-

ments.
